The two most common
guestions asked are: "What is 'naturalness' of the site?" and "Are my land management practices effecting the
health of the site?" The FQAI, which uses only native plants in the calculation, will assist in determining the
naturalness of your site. The PSI, which includes nonnatives in computing [somtimes referred to as "adventives"]
can be used to track the effects of land management practices.
